Jesus said, “I was a stranger and you welcomed me… Just as you did it to one of the least of these 

who are members of my family, you did it to me.”  Matthew 25:35, 40 

Do you remember what it was like to walk into 

a strange place for the first time?  A place where 

you know no one, yet a place where everyone else 

seems to know each other. 

If you have had that experience, I am sure you 

can recall how awkward a person feels entering a 

new place for the first time, even a place where 

people are known to be friendly and kind.  We can 

easily reach the end of our comfort zone, when it 

comes to entering a new place. 

Now, add to that the anxiety that many people 

feel when they enter a place of worship.  The 

anxiety can be heightened because the newcomer 

encounters certain customs and rites and rituals that 

the others already know and are accustomed to, but 

the newcomer may have never experienced them 

before.   

At Cokesbury we have been blessed with new 

members and visitors coming to experience worship 

and fellowship, and we want to be a welcoming 

church to everyone who comes.  We want everyone 

to experience a time of meaningful worship and 

friendly and caring conversation. 

How well do we welcome people?  Is the 

welcome little more than the initial encounter, or 

does the lifestyle of our church bring new people 

into Christian community, disciple them and send 

them out? 

Welcoming has everything to do with how we 

make people feel.  Are they comfortable?  

Physically, psychologically and spiritually, from the 

appearance of the facility… to the ease of finding 

the appropriate place… to being greeted and 

accepted yet not smothered… to feeling the joy and 

anticipation of the congregation and the experience 

of God’s grace… to a worship service that makes 

sense… to a sense of opportunities for personal and 

spiritual growth? 

Remember a time when you have been a 

stranger and what made you feel cared for and 

accepted.  Recalling those situations each time you 

meet someone new will make you sensitive.  

Welcoming starts with being attuned to the needs 

and hopes of people.  When someone walks through 

the door of a church, the first question is  often 

cultural: ―Is there anyone here like me?‖ 

The answer of the welcoming congregation is, 

―There are many like you.  We welcome you no 

matter who you are.‖   

The second question might be more personal: 

―Is there anyone here who is interested in me?‖ 

If the answer is no because the congregation is 

not prepared to receive the guest hospitably, then 

the newcomer will look elsewhere—or may not 

look again.  But when a congregation is engaged in 

welcoming everyone, the answer is ―Yes, we are 

interested in you.  Our hearts, our minds and our 

doors are always open to you.‖  The message is 

clear. 

The pitfall for many churches is that we think 

we are friendly because we are friendly to each 

other.  In developing a welcoming ministry, we 

must begin to see ourselves as others do, and seek 

those ways in which we can better extend Christian 

hospitality. 

In 1 John 4:19 we are reminded that we love 

because Christ first loved us.  As welcoming 

people, it is Christ’s love that we desire to pass on, 

not just to those whom we know but also to the 

stranger among us. 

Do not neglect to show hospitality to strangers, 

for by doing that some have entertained angels 

without knowing it.  (Hebrews 13:2) 

 

Here is your challenge:  Commit yourself to 

offering a simple and gracious word of greeting in 

worship to one person whom you do not know each 

week.

A Pathway to Fiscal Health 
Facing the Facts

First:  The ñGet Out of Debt Plan.ò 

This plan was devised to free us from the 

$28,000 that we had borrowed from ourselves, and, 

to establish a fund–called the PIRMM (property 

improvement, renovation, and major maintenance)–

that would be available in case of a major breakdown 

or other unforeseen problems. 

Thanks to the generosity of our congregation, 

the elimination of debt was accomplished nearly a 

year ago.  The second part has yet to be fulfilled.  

―Get Out of Debt‖ was very successful and has 

served its purpose.  Now, for the next step. 

Second:  The ñStay Out of Debt Plan.ò 

This plan replaces ―Get Out of Debt‖, and is the 

―Stay Out of Debt‖ plan.  This becomes the vehicle 

to fully fund the PIRMM to give us the financial 

cushion for those times of extensive repairs or 

unexpected expenses.  We thank those who have 

given generously already to this plan, but we need 

the support of everyone to enable us to face the 

financial future with some optimism.  We need a 

financial cushion to survive unexpected expenses.  In 

business this is called a ―line of credit,‖ in your 

personal finances you may call it an ―emergency 

fund.‖ 

The PIRMM plan is not a never-ending venture.  

The Property Committee, Finance Committee, and 

Administrative Council agreed that a PIRMM fund 

with a floor of $30,000 must be established and 

maintained to serve as a financial safety net for those 

major expenses.  It is further suggested that the 

PIRMM be used as our ―line of credit‖ to solve cash 

flow problems and that drawing on any other 

designated accounts would require approval by the 

Administrative Council. 

When the PIRMM reaches $30,000, the ―Stay 

Out of Debt‖ plan will be suspended until such time 

as expenses require resumption.  When a need arises, 

and the PIRMM drops below the floor level, the 

―Stay Out of Debt‖ plan would resume until the floor 

level is once again reached. 

We need a vigorous ―Stay Out of Debt‖ 

program, to fund the PIRMM to its $30,000 level.

If you haven’t guessed by now, Cokesbury is a 

―happening‖ place!  As I walked into church this 

past week, the place was ―buzzing.‖ 

During announcements I got an inkling as to 

why.  I heard about the meals served at the 

homeless shelter; I heard about microwavable 

foods being brought for the ACTS food pantry; I 

heard about a confirmation class; I heard about 

Kids’ Fest with hundreds of kids invited; I heard 

about Vacation Bible School; I heard about teen 

activities and their upcoming picnic; I heard about 

prayer shawls for comforting those with life 

threatening challenges; I heard about scholarships 

for kids to attend Camp Highroad; I heard about the 

Helping Hand’s (over 50 group) Cook Out; I heard 

about the prayer group that meets each week; and I 

heard about the Mission Team. 

I also heard that lives are being changed, even 

out on the streets of our parking lot during flea 

markets.  This is all a sign of God’s grace and love 

to others!  Where else in today’s economy can one 

do so much with so little? 

Cokesbury’s budget is not at all large; it’s quite 

modest, but obviously every dollar received is 

working very hard! 

So how is Cokesbury doing, during these tough 

financial times?  In May, income exceeded 

expenses by about $3,000.  Offerings submitted in 

envelopes are unchanged from last year; loose plate 

offerings are up nearly $4,000.   

While May was a good month, and June has 

started off strong, finances are tight.  Year-to-date 

(through the end of May) total income is under 

budget by about $6,500.  Unless income increases, 

this could become a concern later in the year.

Recently two endowments established in prior 

years have provided the resources to meet the needs 

of the church today. 

First, college scholarships of $500 each were 

given to two graduating high school seniors.
